Our goal was to recognize the struggle and bravery of the many children 
confined in the children’s hospitals in the Dallas/Fort Worth area – Cook Children’s, Texas Scottish 
Rite Hospital, Our Children’s House at Baylor and Children’s Medical Center – and bring a 
moment’s happiness and encouragement to each of them. 
 
While we anticipated that we would gather and distribute about 600 toys a year ago, we were 
thrilled to hand out 2,444 toys and books … because of the generosity of everyday Texans like 
you!
